After 4-H, he teamed with Gordon Griffith to
lead the Livermore FFA Swine Group. He was actively involved in the Livestock Auction Boosters for
many years and enjoyed the annual fair BBQ. One of his proudest awards was the Western Fairs
Association Blue Ribbon Award for his contributions to the Alameda County Fair.
